5848 on June 5, 2020, from Wichita, Kansas to Dallas-Fort Worth, Texas, noticed a passenger on
their flight appeared to be under the influence of drugs; and,

WHEREAS, Jessie and Robin learned from the passenger she was unaware of where she was,
where she was going, or how she had an airplane ticket; and,

WHEREAS, Jessie and Robin learned from other passengers who showed them photos, that the
passenger appeared to be a woman listed as missing from the area; and,

WHEREAS, Jessie and Robin notified their Captain, and requested Law Enforcement Officers;
and,

WHEREAS, the passenger was removed from the flight in Wichita, Kansas, where she was
reported missing;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that AFA-CWA recognizes Jessie Jimenez and Robin
Paolozzi for their quick response and action in ending the possible Human Trafficking of their
passenger; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that AFA-CWA presents its Safety Certification of Recognition
to Jessie Jimenez and Robin Paolozzi for their quick reaction as Aviation First Responders.
